We plan to showcase it at the 2012 National
Comprehensive Tournament and then allow students to compete in it at the centennial tournament in 2013. The
Rupe grant also allows us to hire a membership coordi
to provide broader support for faculty and undergraduate research and scholarship activities. Pi Kappa Delta plans

Pi Kappa Delta Sponsors International Service Project in India

Ripon, Wisconsin. Pi Kappa Delta has signed a memorandum of understanding with Visthar 1 an educational
institution located in Bangalore, India T to create a three-year international service opportunity designed to support
the creation of the Bangalore Speech and Debating Society, and to encourage Indian colleges and High Schools to
add speech and debate instruction to their curricula. PKD students and instructors will conduct workshops, give
lectures, demonstrate events, train judges and assist local hosts with tournament administration. Instruction will take
place in English, but translations services will be available if necessary. Phase one of the project is scheduled for
August of 2012. PKD students, coaches and scholars will travel to Bangalore to provide advice and technical
assistance on event design, tournament preparation, coaching techniques and instructional curriculum. Although the
number of participants in the first phase of the project will be limited to ten (four faculty members and six students),
years two and three promise broader opportunities for participation i particularly for undergraduate students.

With strong ties to the Indian NGO network, the Visthar
partnership will also provide future internship opportunities for |
nterested Pi Kappa Delta members i including the opportunity to serve
a field organizer for the Bangalore Speech and Debate Society. This
service program is the first of several that Pi Kappa Delta is exploring.
Other locations include Capetown, South Africa, and Zhuhai (near Hong
Kong), China. An additional site in Phnom Penh, Cambodia is in the
early planning stages. Students and faculty will be responsible for
securing airfare to India, but fundraising assistance will be available,
and Pi Kappa Delta is actively seeking corporate sponsorship of the
program. Details of the program and application forms will be posted on
the website in October.

Pi Kappa Delta Points 7 Enhanced Opportunities for Recognition

Pi Kappa Delta, in an effort to recognize and reward competitors and coaches for their contributions to the forensic
community through competition, civic engagement and scholarship, is to offer new degrees of membership in our
honorary. The new PKD Credit Point System will also make it easier to measure outcomes and demonstrate the
value of the work our members perform each year.

Degrees of Membership: All Pi Kappa Delta members (including members of the Order of Undergraduate, the Order
of Instruction, the Order of Attainment, the Order of Alumni, and Affiliate and Honorary members, may earn credit
points and pursue various degrees of membership, denoted as follows:

Member: 99 points or fewer

The Degree of Proficiency: 100 1 299 credit points

The Degree of Achievement: 3001 599 credit points

The Degree of Merit: 6001 899 credit points

The Degree of Excellence: 9001 1199 credit points

The Degree of Distinction: 1200 i 1499 credit points

The Degree of Honor: 15001 1999 credit points

The Degree of Key Level of Accomplishment T Bronze Key: 2000 i 2499 credit points
The Degree of Key Level of Accomplishment 1 Silver Key: 2500 1 2999 credit points
The Degree of Key Level of Accomplishment 7 Gold Key: 300071 4999 credit points
The Degree of Key Level of Accomplishment 7 Platinum Key: 5000 credit points and above

Credit points may be earned through participation in intercollegiate competition, scholarly activities, and community
service projects. Double credit points will be earned if the activity earning points was performed at the National
Convention and Tournament of Pi Kappa Delta, the PKD National Comprehensive Tournament, or any annually
sanctioned PKD Provincial Tournament. To be eligible, an individual must be an active Pi Kappa Delta member
(affiliated with either the National General Chapter or a local chapter), must be in good standing, and must have paid
their dues and fees prior to the competition, in which the credit points were earned. Members of the Order of
Instruction and the Order of Alumni must also be Pi Kappa Delta members in good standing, and must have paid
their dues and fees (including any required chapter or provincial dues and fees) prior to the time in which the credit
points were earned. Credit points will not be awarded retroactively to any individual who has failed to meet these
criteria. The National Council of Pi Kappa Delta may also grant additional credit points for excellence in Pi Kappa
Delta service, governance or competitive activities, or for other activities not named in the Constitution of Pi Kappa
Delta. The purpose of this award is to recognize extraordinary
individual contributions to Pi
The Director of Forensics, Head Coach or Chapter Sponsor shall
have the final authority over (and responsibility for) entering credit
points, or may grant that authority to a squad record-keeper. The
National Council will reserve the right to periodically audit individual
point records to verify the accuracy, and to protect the integrity, of
this reward and recognition system. Specific details about the
amount of points awarded for scholarship, competition and
community service are available in the Pi Kappa Delta Bylaws.

2011 Financial Report Narrative
By Michael Bartanen

On the facing page you will find the balance sheet for Fiscal Year 2010, which runs from August 1, 2010 to July 31,
2011. On the basis of a very successful Portland Convention, Pi Kappa Delta carried a year end positive balance.
During 2010-11, 107 chapters paid their dues, and the Honorary initiated 437 new members. Pi Kappa Delta
initiated a very conservative investment strategy this year, opening a brokerage account and investing in various
certificate of deposits, targeted for maturity in short, medium and long-terms. The volatility of US markets in this
economy have dictated this conservative strategy. Since 2000, Pi Kappa Delta has gradually evolved from having
almost no financial reserves to our current status where we have a modest reserve which is allowing the initiation of
various new programs and the preparation for the 2013 Centennial celebration in St. Louis. The extremely generous
grant from the Arthur Rupe Foundation has made it
particularly as it relates to encouraging new members from the vast pool of graduated high school NFL members
and those many students and coaches interested in expanding Public Forum Debate.

the Second Century Campaign, | sincerely hope that you
will consider doing so. We are in the second year of an
eight year matching challenge that promises to raise more
than $80,000 on behalf of Pi Kappa Delta.

Last year, we successfully met our match & raising a total
of $10,800 in individual contributions. Our overall
fundraising and development expenses are also extremely
low 8 amounting to less than $600.00 for the past year, or
less than 5% of total funds raised. This means that 95% of
all funds donated go directly to support the Pi Kappa
Deltadés programming and
revenue model is geared toward increasing the proportion
of our operational budget that is derived from individual
and corporate contributions, while holding our fees at
current levels so that they decrease gradually over time.

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2011 National Tournament Highlights

The 2011 National Tournament and Convention was held in Portland,

Oregon and was hosted by Shannon Valdivia and her able staff on the

campus of Mt. Hood Community College. It was the largest hosted by

Pi Kappa Delta in more than 40 years, and featured:

1 525 debate entries and nearly 1500 individual events entries,

1 87 schools from 22 states

1 A significant number of community colleges and schools that were
new to Pi Kappa Delta.

The size of the tournament is a credit to the entire Province of the Great

West and, in particular, to the efforts of Jeffrey Stoppenhagen and

Shannon Valdivia.

Preliminary planning had assumed that the tournament would be only
about two-thirds as large, and the size created a variety of scheduling
difficulties as a result of room shortages on the Mt. Hood campus.
Thanks to quick-thinking by Tournament Director Scott Jensen,
patience and flexibility by judges and competitors, and innovative room solutions by Shannon and her staff,
the tournament concluded with minimal delays.

National Council believes that it has resolved each of these concerns for future tournaments, and has increased the

favail able competition room requiremento on the National Tol
tournaments will enjoy more reasonable schedules.

For the tenth year, tournament entry fees, participation fees and general membership fees remained unchanged. In
real dollar terms, attending the 2011 tournament cost participating schools approximately 30% less in real dollar
terms than in 2001. Room rates at the Red Lion were
also less than $100.00 per night 8 helping to make the
tournament as affordable as possible.
