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The most recent issue of THE FORENSIC, Winter 2010, went out in January. The issue contained articles about Constitutional Procedures in Forensic Organizations, a comparison between Parliamentary Debate and CEDA/Policy Debate, and a Forum Piece on First-Year Coaching..  
At the point in time that I took over the editorship, I was without articles either submitted or “waiting in the wings.”  At that point in time, I took the NCA Convention Program from the 2010 conference and combed through it for the papers that were presented on any Forensic or Argumentation issue I could find.  That resulted in around 20 articles being sent to me, but the process of receiving them and then sending them out has been a long one.
In addition to the process of seeking for and sending out articles for possible publication, I was on a timetable of getting out the next issue (95:2) by the Fall.  Unfortunately, due to massive budget cuts in our state system, I was given an extra class to teach, giving me four “writing intensive” courses, which has afforded me absolutely no time to get the articles edited or into shape for publishing the next issue.  I struggle with this daily.

My timeline, therefore, will be to have the 95:2 issue, plus 96:1, and 96:2 done prior to the start of the new year.  It is ambitious, but luckily I have four weeks off after the end of this semester.
We have begun the process of searching for my replacement.  This person will serve in a role of Editor in Training, including guest editing one issue of the journal, probably either the Summer 2012 issue, or Winter 2013.

I continue to accept electronic submissions for THE FORENSIC.  I asked that it be submitted in Word format with no special formatting – especially on paragraphs and lines (graphs and tables, of course, need the special formatting).  Since I have to be able to merge documents when I put the issues together, it becomes almost impossible with some of the special formatting those of you who are computer gurus do, so please just type a regular document.

We continue to do all submissions to Ripon Printers on line, and take care of editing issues on line, which greatly speeds up the “turn around” time for our publication process.  

As for THE KEY, the Fall 2011 issue was published the second week of September.   The next issues will be the Spring 2012 issue.  Be sure to read the news!!
