PKD Points System – The point system to enter PKD points for competition, scholarship and community service, as well as those for other works on behalf of the honorary, is now up and running for data entry.  I have worked with Danny Cantrell and Gina Jensen to develop an “Owners manual” to assist coaches and their designated admins to enter points on the new system.  This manual is meant to be a guide to help get you through the initial process.  If there are issues to be addressed either in the system or manual, please contact me or Gina Jensen to address them.  We believe the system is an enhancement to the recognition component of our organization, but it is by no means a perfect system.
