President-Elect’s Report
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Phil Voight, Ph. D. – Gustavus Adolphus College
Call for tournament hosts for 2010 and 2011: The National Council is actively seeking bids to host the NCT in 2010 and the National Tournament and Convention in 2011. I have heard from a few people, but still have not received any formal bids yet.  Information about submitting a bid to host either of these tournaments can be found on the ΠΚΔ website and I would be delighted to talk with anyone who might be interested in hosting – even if your interest is very preliminary. International Tournament Planning: I have been in contact with representatives of United International College in Ju Hai, China (near Hong Kong) and have received a preliminary commitment from them to host an international tournament, conference and demonstration workshop on their campus from December 28th 2009 through January 5th, 2010. UIC would serve 

as our local host and would provide campus and conference facilities. We are currently seeking co-sponsors from the ranks of other international forensics organizations such as the IFA and IDEA. Please contact me if you would like to be involved in the tournament planning activities.

Development Planning: We continue to make progress on the fundraising and development front. Last Fall, a planning committee was created to oversee donor prospecting activities, review campaign materials, and design an estate gift plan. I am currently working on new campaign brochures and should have samples available in early July. 

Fundraising: We raised $9,500.00 in new gifts last year, and also received an eight-year, $40,000 fundraising challenge. (Each dollar we raise over the next eight years will be matched, dollar for dollar). Thus far, we have raised $1,000.00 towards the pledge, for a total of $2,000.00 in new cash gifts received. Please consider making a contribution to help us reach our goal. A full fundraising report will be posted on the website over the summer.

Governance: Governance issues continue to hinder our abilities to fully implement our development plan. This summer, I will propose that the council create an independent foundation whose purpose is to oversee fundraising activities on behalf of Pi Kappa Delta. The foundation would establish a brokerage account and appoint investment specialists, conduct special events, engage in grant writing and a plethora of other activities. Establishing a foundation will:

· Create a formal legal structure that will make it easier for PKD to secure corporate sponsorships and external grants;
· Allow many more alumni, students and members to become meaningfully involved in running PKD and in shaping its long-term future;
· Fund major improvements in communication technology and member benefits.

· Hosted by Mt. Hood Community College

· Featured all 11 NIET events 

· Offered 3 debate formats (NPDA, IPDA and Worlds)

· 65 debate entries and 216 IE entries from 6 states (WA, OR, ID, CA, UT, TX)

· Offered separate recognition for Novice competitors in Northwest Novice Championships at same tournament
